Petitions are reviewed by the Credentials and Election
Committee (“C&E Committee”), not Choptank staff. Choptank staff is responsible for several
administrative tasks, such as verifying Member signatures and performing background checks, but
these are performed on behalf of the C&E Committee, not the applicants.
